Sahu Sos Biotechnology Pandit Ravi Shankar Shukla
University Raipur Chhattisgarh were present. Professor Shailesh Kumar Yadav
said that first of all it is very important to know about the precautions of the
laboratory. Before using the equipment, it is more important to know about
their name, text, company name, working system, maintenance etc. Whether
the equipment is small or big, you should know the right way to operate it. All
equipment should be standardized properly, otherwise the readings will
never be correct. By taking some precautions in the laboratory, accidents can
also be avoided. Doing scientific research is easier than human research.
Today we are in the heaven of technology and hell of environment. Keynote
Speaker Dr. Keshav Kant Sahu, Head of Department, Department of
Biotechnology, Pandit Ravishankar Shukla University, Raipur, through Pawan
Pride Presentation, explained the basic principles of electrophoresis, method
of DNA, RNA and protein isolation and the method of separation of molecules
to the students in an interesting way. Keynote Speaker Dr. Sonam Mishra,
Government Digvijay Autonomous Post Graduate College, Rajnandgaon, gave
detailed information on tissue culture to the students. Students were also
explained about hybrid seed plant, plant propagation techniques etc. through
Power Point Presentation. The main speaker Shri Gokul Ram Nishad of
Government Naveen College Bhairamgarh Bijapur Chhattisgarh gave a lecture
on atomic absorption spectroscopy. He told the students about the principle of




working of this instrument along with its application and operation.
Thereafter, he operated and demonstrated the atomic absorption
spectroscopy of Systronics company kept in the central laboratory of the
college to the students and taught them how to use the instrument. On the
third day of the program, the main speaker Dr. Ashish Jha of Hislop College
Nagpur Maharashtra gave detailed information to the students about the
working principle of pH meter, calorie meter, conductivity meter and DO
meter and the maintenance of those instruments through a presentation. Dr.
L.P. Nagpurkar of Manohar Bhai Patel College of Arts Commerce and Science
Sakoli Maharashtra explained to the students in detail about the types of
double bin UV spectrophotometer, principle and working method, application,
maintenance and standardization of the instrument through a presentation.
The keynote speaker Dr. Shubham Amlekar of Dhote Bandhu Science College,
Gondia, Maharashtra explained in detail to the students about the working
principle, experiment, application and maintenance of the flame photometer.
The keynote speaker Dr. Ch Robinson of Bit College, Bhilai, Durg, Chhattisgarh
delivered a lecture on the subject of Lab Safety Measures and Maintenance of
Lab Instruments. He told the students that the maintenance of the equipment
available in the laboratory, its manuals and ensuring its cleanliness are as
important as their use. Even the most expensive equipment kept in the
laboratory gets damaged if not kept properly and without maintenance. Along
with this, while working in the laboratory, the need for safety equipment like
fire extinguishers etc. is also as important as the equipment. The Principal of
the institute, Dr. K.L. Tandekar, asked the students various questions related
to the workshop and the students who answered were given notebooks as a
reward. He also told that this type of workshop, in which along with the
lecture related to the maintenance and use of the equipment, the students

were shown how to use those equipment by using it directly, was very
